COUNTERTOP OVERHANG

The liner front flanges are designed to sit flush against the grill enclosure front wall. If the countertop extends
beyond the front wall, creating a countertop overhang, it must be cut flush with the front wall for the width of
the liner flanges or a gap will be created exposing the forward portions of the left and right side liner walls. See
illustrations above.

ENCLOSURE VENTILATION

FOR YOUR SAFETY, you must provide openings in the grill enclosure for replacement air and cross-ventilation
(in case of possible leakage from gas connections or propane cylinders). Failure to do so may result in a fire
or_explosion causing property damage, bodily injury, or death.
